One of  his students is a reigning Missouri High School champion (having also finished first in the 
National Middle School Championship). Another won the Missouri High School championship several 
years ago. Many of his students are ranked in the top 100 in the country for their age. Aleksey also 
holds an M.A. in American history from Saint Louis University and has 12 years of university teaching 
experience.
